Financial Tasks and notes 

1. The Thespian cheque has now been cashed. 
2. The Parish Council are holding £113 at Barclays Bank for the Community lunch club. 
3. The second tranche of precept was received in September  
4. The 2021-22 Budget has been updated and circulated to Councillors. Expenditure is inline 

with budget forecast.  
5. The 2022-23 Draft Budget has been prepared and circulated to Councillors. The budget 

includes and increase of hours for the Clerk at an hourly rate of £10.57. £5,000 has been 
included in the budget for piece of new play equipment. S Bullard and Son have provided a 
quote of £600 to cut Hay Green ten times in any one year, this amount has been included in 
the Draft Budget. 
The draft budget shows a deficit against income in excess of £4,500; playground equipment, 
this expenditure may be met from Reserves as a capital expenditure.
